• Provide support and funding to help  
 volunteers maintain and improve their 
 local environment. 

• Deal with the problems associated with 
derelict buildings and land. 

• Provide planning advice and guidance to 
Town and Parish Councils on Planning 
issues. 

• Increase the number of allotments 
across the area through identifying and 
developing under used land. 

• Review existing conservation areas in  
Bramham and Aberford and designate a 
new conservation area for Thorp Arch 
Trading Estate.

• Provide advice and information on  
 education, training and employment  
 opportunities, particularly for those 
 households dependant on benefits. 

• Find a solution to the shortage of  
 medium and long stay car parking in  
 Wetherby. 

• Install brown tourist signs at A1(M) 
near Wetherby to promote the town’s 
historic market town status and   

 encourage passing motorists to visit. 

• Keep the streets of our local shopping 
centres clean and tidy to encourage 
more people to use them.

(Wetherby), and Deepdale (Boston 
Spa). 

• Support village halls, community cen-
tres and facilities run by volunteers. 

• Support intergenerational projects 
which bring young and old together. 

• Provide support, advice and guidance to 
Town and Parish Councils and run the 
Town and Parish Council forum. 

• Support voluntary, community and faith 
 groups who provide local facilities and 
 services.

• Engage young people in learning to  
 reduce persistent absenteeism and  
 reduce the numbers at risk of NEET (not 
 in employment, education or training). 

• Provide learning opportunities for  
 residents of all ages. 

• Provide advice and support to families 
with children under 5 from Alwoodley, 
Boston Spa and Wetherby children’s 
centres.

• Provide a range of sport, art and  
 cultural activities for young people and 
 their families in local venues and ensure 
 that those children in greatest need 
 have access to activities. 

• Support and encourage the use of local 
libraries. 

• Provide advice and support to local 
sports associations and clubs. 

• Support local community events such as 
Wetherby Bonfire, Barwick Maypole, 
and ‘Massive’ (Alwoodley).
