The Lord Chief Justice has appointed His Honour Judge Kearl QC as the Senior
Judge (Resident Judge) at Leeds Combined Court Centre with effect from Monday
4t June 2018.

His Honour Judge Kearl QC replaces His Honour Judge Collier QC, who retired as
Honorary Recorder of Leeds from the above date.
