A timely
reminder of the dangers of group-think and self-
deception. Robert Carlyle is chillingly convincing as
Damian Fugler, a Nazi official, while May’s fellow
tap-dancers, played by Maimie McCoy, Adam Garcia
and Isaac Gryn, bring phenomenal energy to the
screen.
