Representations from Responsible Authorities

Representations have been received from West Yorkshire Police and the Senior
Liaison & Enforcement Officer for the Licensing Authority in their capacity as
Responsible Authorities.

The representations express concerns in relation to a complaint by a concerned
parent involving the sale of alcohol to an underage person at the premises and
the growing concerns regarding nuisance linked to alcohol consumption in the
area.

The representation on behalf of the Licensing Authority can be viewed at
Appendix D.

The representation submitted by West Yorkshire Police is available at Appendix
E. In support of their representation West Yorkshire Police have submitted
additional information for the Committee to consider - a photograph and an
statement linked to the photograph. The statement can be viewed at Appendix F
of the report, whilst the photograph at Appendix G is exempt from public viewing
on the grounds that it reveals the identity of an individual.

Other representations

The application has attracted representations from local ward councillors and
members of the public (described as ‘other persons’ in the legislation).

In total the Licensing Authority is in receipt of eleven individual objections which
includes two on behalf of the local ward councilors. All representations are
opposed to the application mainly on the grounds of crime and disorder and public
nuisance.

In order to protect personal data, redacted copies of the representations are
attached at Appendix H and original copies will be provided to Members of the
Licensing Sub Committee in advance of the hearing.

Licensing Hours

Members are directed to paragraphs 6.8 to 6.15 for the Statement of Licensing
Policy which states the criteria that will be applied to any decision for new
applications or variations which include extending hours.

In brief the Policy states at 6.14 that restrictions may be made to the proposed
hours of use where, after receiving relevant representations, the council considers
it appropriate for the promotion of the licensing objectives to do so. The council
will take into account the existing pattern of licensed premises in an area when
considering what is appropriate to promote the objectives. Applications which are
significantly out of character for a locality will need to demonstrate that granting
the hours sought will not impact on the licensing objectives.

Firstly, it does not sit with the objectives of the licensing act. This is a residential area, and
the residential amenities will be affected in terms of the impact upon people, not least
young people who will be subjected to noise and potential drunkenness on the streets .

Whilst the area is not a cumulative impact area, it is/was? covered by a designated order as
a non-drinking zone and I would be surprised if the police are not interested in this
application.

These objections are made for the following reasons.

1. The surrounding area already has a large concentration of existing outlets which offer
these services.
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On Garforth Main Street we already have approximately 23 establishments that either
