Inner South Community Committee - Finance Report

Purpose of report

1. This report provides the Community Committee with an update on the budget position
for the Wellbeing Fund, Youth Activity Fund, Capital Budget, as well as the Community
Infrastructure Levy Budget for 2020.

Main issues

2. Each Community Committee has been allocated a wellbeing budget (revenue and
capital) and Youth Activities Fund which it is responsible for administering. The aim of
these budgets is to support the social, economic and environmental wellbeing of the
area and provide a range of activities for children and young people, by using the
funding to support projects that contribute towards the delivery of local priorities.

3. A group applying to the Wellbeing Fund must fulfil various eligibility criteria, including
evidencing appropriate management arrangements and financial controls are in place;
have relevant policies to comply with legislation and best practice e.g. safeguarding and
equal opportunities and be unable to cover the costs of the project from other funds.

4. Wellbeing funding cannot be paid retrospectively. An application form must be submitted
and approved by the Community Committee before activities or items being purchased
through wellbeing funding are completed or purchased.

5. The amount of wellbeing funding provided to each committee is calculated using a
formula agreed by Council, taking into consideration both population and deprivation of
an area.



6. Capital (CRIS) injections are provided as a result of council assets being sold. 5% of the
sale price (up to a maximum of £100K) of a council asset is pooled city-wide and
redistributed to the Community Committee areas on the basis of deprivation. The
Community Committee will receive a new capital injection every 6 months.

7. Each Community Committee has also been allocated a Community Infrastructure Levy
budget. For each CIL contribution, Leeds City Council retains up to 70-80% centrally,
5% is needed for administration and 15-25% goes to be spent locally. The money will be
vested with the local Town or Parish Council if applicable, or with the local Community
Committee and spend decided upon by that body. This local money is known as the
‘Neighbourhood Fund’ and should be spent on similar projects to the Wellbeing
Fund (Capital).

8. In the Inner South this means that the money will be administered by the Inner South
Community Committee.

9. Following consultation, the Communities Team will work with members of the
community committee, to develop a plan to spend CIL funding on local
infrastructure projects. This will be on a case by case basis.

10. Projects eligible for funding by the Community Committee could be community events;
environmental improvements; crime prevention initiatives, or opportunities for sport and
healthy activities for all ages. In line with the Equality Act 2010, projects funded at public
expense should provide services to citizens irrespective of their religion, gender, marital
status, race, ethnic origin, age, sexual orientation or disability; the fund cannot be used
to support an organisation’s regular business running costs; it cannot fund projects
promoting political or religious viewpoints to the exclusion of others; projects must
represent good value for money and follow Leeds City Council Financial Regulations
and the Council’s Spending Money Wisely policy; applications should provide, where
possible, three quotes for any works planned and demonstrate how the cost of the
project is relative to the scale of beneficiaries; the fund cannot support projects which
directly result in the business interests of any members of the organisation making a
profit.

11. Any request for funding would involve discussions with appropriate ward members.
Where projects do not have support from the Community Committee and are not
approved, applicants are offered further discussions and feedback if this is requested.

12.1In order to provide further assurance and transparency of all decisions made by the
Community Committee, any projects that are not approved will be reported to a
subsequent Community Committee meeting.

13. Sometimes urgent decisions may need to be made in between formal Community
Committee meetings regarding the administration of Wellbeing and Youth Activity
budgets, and also regarding the use of the Community Infrastructure Levy (CIL)
Neighbourhood Fund which has been allocated to the Committee.



Concurrently with the Committee, designated officers have delegated authority from the
Director of Communities and Environment to take such decisions.

14.The Community Committee has previously approved the following ‘minimum conditions’

in order to reassure Members that all delegated decisions would be taken within an
appropriate governance framework, with appropriate Member consultation and only
when such conditions have been satisfied:

a) consultation must be undertaken with all committee/relevant ward members prior to
a delegated decision being taken;

b) a delegated decision must have support from a majority of the community committee
elected members represented on the committee (or in the case of funds delegated
by a community committee to individual wards, a majority of the ward councillors),
and;

c) details of any decisions taken under such delegated authority will be reported to the
next available community committee meeting for members’ information.

15.Members are reminded that the necessary scrutiny of applications to satisfy our own

processes, financial regulations and audit requires the deadline for receipt of completed
applications to be at least five weeks prior to any Community Committee. Some
applications will be approved via Delegated Decision Notice (DDN) following
consultation with Members outside of the Community Committee meeting cycle.

Wellbeing Budget Position 2020/21

16.The total revenue budget approved by Executive Board for 2020/21 was £192,580.

Table 1 shows a carry forward figure of £139,685 which includes underspends from
projects completed in 2019/20. £109,760 represents wellbeing allocated to projects in
2019/20 and not yet completed. The total revenue funding available to the Community
Committee for 2020/21 is therefore £222,506. (Note: total balances are rounded up
or down to the nearest £1, for ease of reporting at the meeting).

It is possible that some of the projects may not use their allocated spend. This could be
for several reasons, including the project no longer going ahead, the project not taking
place within the dates specified in the funding agreement, or failure to submit monitoring
reports. Due to this the final revenue balance may be greater than the amount specified
in Table 1.

The Community Committee is asked to note that there is currently a remaining balance
of £26,049.

The ward balances are as follows: Beeston & Holbeck £3,662, Hunslet & Riverside
£5,835 and Middleton Park £16,551.

20.Project Title: Middleton Rugby Engagement Project — 2021
Name of Group or Organisation: Hunslet Rugby Foundation
Total Project Cost: £6,209
Amount proposed from Wellbeing Budget 2020/2021: £6,209 (Revenue)
Wards Covered: Middleton Park

Project Summary:

The need for further engagement of young people in sporting activity in the Inner South
community has been highlighted through our Foundation’s work in delivering free high
quality multisport and rugby league coaching in local schools.

This project in Middleton will create a strong community identity in an area that has been

historically a strong rugby league area. It will also create connectivity with the local
junior rugby teams, Hunslet RLFC and access to the facilities at the John Charles
Centre for Sport.

The project will bring children, parents and grandparents together in an activity they can
all contribute through playing, coaching, volunteering and take pride in their local team.
It will also lead to young people and parents seeing first-hand the impact sport and
volunteering can have in terms of self-esteem, friendships, health and well-being and
provide a pathway to excel at their sport.

Free rugby training sessions will be held at 4 local primary schools between
March and January 2021:

Middleton St Marys
Middleton St Philips
Clapgate
Westwood

In school sessions will take place one day a week Monday to Friday at the 4 schools for

1.5 hours, over 36 weeks. In addition 3 mini tournaments will be held where children can

showcase their skills at the South Leeds Stadium. Children and parents will also be
invited to Hunslet RLFC first team matches at the stadium to play in curtain raisers.

Training equipment will be provided at all the sessions as required. The sessions will
include agility and rugby drills appealing to younger children using equipment, decision



making, passing and off-loading skills, and will also teach about benefits of sport and
leading a healthy and active lifestyle for 5 minutes at the end of each session.

After attending 10 sessions children will be rewarded with a tech t-shirt for their
dedication. Children will also be signposted to the local junior clubs in the area e.g.
Beeston Broncos, Hunslet Club, Hunslet Warriors and Oulton Raiders.

Project Summary:

| am making this application on behalf of Front Room Productions (FRP), a collective of
female theatre makers in Leeds.

We are applying for support towards FRP’s Leeds Summer Shakespeare Season 2021.
This project was originally scheduled for summer 2020, but has been postponed due to
the Covid-19 pandemic; plans have been updated and adapted appropriately.

The project will consist of two strands: 1) Our Summer production at Temple Newsam
Estate, an abridged and accessible adaptation of A Midsummer Night’'s Dream (AMND)
performed in the Walled Garden (funded by Arts Council England). 2) Pop-up
performances of our hour-long Shakespearean highlights show A Midsummer
Night’s Showcase (Showcase) in the weeks leading up to AMND, performed in a
series of public parks across Leeds —including Middleton Park on 10" July.

We are asking the Community Committee for some support towards the Showcase
strand of this project, which will be rehearsed and performed as part of the wider, six-
week project to take place in Leeds over Summer 2021.

FRP creates high-quality theatre for unusual and unexpected locations in Leeds,
responding to specific sites and underscoring intimate storytelling with live music. Our
aim is to create cultural experiences that can be enjoyed and understood by all, and our
Summer Shakespeare 2021 will manifest this ethos.

Showcase will be performed in the lead up to our production of A Midsummer Night’s
Dream; pop up performances will take place in outdoor public spaces and will be free to
attend:

- Saturday 3rd July 2021, Bramley Park, 2pm & 5pm

- Sunday 4th July 2021, Roundhay Park, 2pm & 5pm

- Saturday 10th July 2021, Middleton Park, 2pm & 5pm

- Sunday 11th July 2021, Potternewton Park, 2pm & 5pm

- Friday 6" August, Temple Newsam Amphitheatre, 4pm & 7pm

The Showcase is performed by eight actor-musicians, and will be supported by two
Volunteers per performance. It will offer a free, easily accessible way for communities
across Leeds, who may not necessarily have easy and local access to the arts, to
engage with our work. The Showcase acts as a bite-sized, no risk introduction to
Shakespeare, which we hope will encourage participants to consider sampling further
performances in future, or, simply to enjoy for the first time some free and live theatre in
their local park.

By performing in wide, open and outdoor spaces, social distancing will be easily
enacted, particularly with the support given by Volunteers. We will use small coloured
cones to set out 2m distanced ‘pitches’ in front of each performance space, to ensure
groups attending remain separate from each other.

Project Title: Improving the appearance of Utility Boxes

Name of Group or Organisation: Beeston in Bloom

Total Project Cost: £4,000

Amount proposed from Wellbeing Budget 2020/2021: £2,000 (Revenue)
Wards Covered: Beeston & Holbeck

Project Summary:

Beeston In Bloom are a local community volunteer group with around 14 members who
mainly undertake gardening projects to brighten up the local community but have also
organised and provided display signs and benches for community use in the local area.

The funding if successful will be used to supply materials and provide artistic labour
from local artists to improve the look of the utility boxes, by painting images relating to
the mining history associated with the local area. The project would begin in March,
weather and Covid permitting.



As a group, Beeston in Bloom recently researched this history and organised a local
display sign to be installed which resulted in positive feedback from local residents who
were unaware of the mining connection.

We would like to take this one step further and organise artists, local where possible, to
paint mining displays on the utility boxes which will also brighten up the area for both
pedestrians and passing vehicles.

Once completed the utility boxes will brighten the area along Beeston Road/Town Street
and provide residents and passers-by with local mining history knowledge.

Leeds Street Gallery was approached for a cost and gave us the price of £300 per utility
box and there are 13 boxes on Beeston Rd/Town Street. After a Beeston In Bloom
meeting on Saturday it was agreed by the members to use these artists as they
provided examples of their work which was to a high standard and acceptable to the
members

The boxes belong to BT, who have stated that they have no object to the work taking
place.

Declined Projects

24.Since the last Community Committee the Healthy Holidays Christmas Presents
application has been declined. Because of the closeness of the application and
supporting information, to the activity date, members would not have time to consider
the project prior to it commencing, meaning that the committee would be funding the
project retrospectively. Wellbeing guidance clearly states that we are not able to fund in
retrospect. As there were many initiatives currently taking place in all 3 wards where
children were already receiving Christmas packs, Cllr Gabriel felt that all 3 wards were
well catered for.

Due to the lateness of the application, whether this project could be formally considered
by the Inner South Community Committee was at the discretion of the Chair. Cllr Gabriel
sought advice from ClIr Coupar who supported this decision to decline.

Monitoring Information

25. As part of their funding agreements, all projects which have had funding approved by
the Community Committee are required to provide update reports on the progress of
their project. These reports are so that the Community Committee can measure the
impact the project has had on the community and the value for money achieved.

Detailed below are project updates that have been have received since the last
meeting of the Community Committee on 9" December 2020:



26.Project: Bile Bean Sign Restoration: Hunslet Carr Residents Association
Wards Covered: Hunslet and Riverside

Project Summary:

The iconic wall advertisement the ‘Bile Bean’ sign, will be restored by a professional
sign writer to its original condition.

These signs were the forerunners of the modern advertising sign that were
commonplace in the past on the old terraced street ends of Hunslet and is part of the
heritage of Hunslet.

The sign is fading away and in desperate need of restoration and the restoration will
bring it back so it is available to be seen for years to come. There are just two ‘Bile
Bean’ sign left in existence, the other is in York and has already been restored. It is
located at the side of the Welcome to Hunslet Carr Sign at a busy crossroads with lots
of pedestrians and vehicle occupants able to see the sign as well as local residents.

It advertises a tonic pick me up that was produced by the family company in Leeds from
late 1890s until 1980s. The Bile Bean sign should be preserved for future generations
as part of Hunslet heritage.

A very positive response has been received from the community via Facebook and the
South Leeds Life newspaper article, since the restoration.

So far, face to face feedback and planned activities have not been possible due to
Covid-19. In the meantime, the artwork has created a historic focal point in Hunslet Carr
and is available for all to see as hundreds of people pass the sign daily - walking, by car
or on public transport. Once the pandemic has abated, it will create an interesting and
historic back drop to community events and activities taking place in this location.

27.Project: Middleton Park Fishpond Boat (and other maintenance items): Parks &
Countryside
Wards Covered: Middleton Park



Last summer there had been a large amount of public concern due to wildlife (such as
swans) becoming entangled in discarded fishing line, that park staff have been unable to
remove from the fishpond, due to it being out of their reach.

The grant will be used to supply and deliver a boat, anchor, mooring rope and life
jackets. It will also be used to buy a storage facility for the boat.

This would help in managing the Middleton Park fishpond for wildlife, anglers and other
visitors and would allow park staff to access hard to reach areas of the fishpond to
remove snhapped fishing line and other pieces of litter and undertake vegetation
management works.

All the below items have now been obtained, including:

e Bic Sport Yak 245 (Boat)

e Grapnel Anchor Kit

e Bungee Dock line (pair)

e Typhoon Hydro Manual Lifejackets
e 20’ Dry Van Container

When it is Covid-safe to deliver the boat safety training, photographs will also be
submitted.

28.Project: Holbeck street name plate refurbishment scheme
Wards: Beeston & Holbeck

The Holbeck priority neighbourhood is predominantly Victorian red brick terraces and
many of these streets retain the original cast iron street name plates but they are in a
poor condition after 120+ years and are difficult to read with flaking paint and rust.

A clearly identifiable street enables effective responses to emergencies by ambulance /
police / fire brigade and other services, along with the delivery of post by the Royal Mail
and courier services. When a name plate is difficult to read it makes this harder and also
makes the area look tired and unloved

Given that there is so much historical importance in Holbeck we would like to preserve
the original cast iron name plates and refurbish them where possible.

The priority neighbourhood consists of streets in the Recreations, Crosby’s, Barton’s
and Runswick’s and their neighbours, Colenso’s, Rydall’s, Tilbury’s / Euston’s, Ingram’s,
Pleasant’s and Domestic Street etc.

The work has now been successfully completed by GME, with 100 cast iron/heritage
street name plates in the identified areas being restored to their original condition,
(please see before and after photos below).
