A 2022 Documentary tracing the impact of state
legislation designed to penalize individuals and
companies that choose to boycott Israel due to its
human rights record. The film looks at the
implications of anti-boycott legislation and follows
everyday Americans standing up to protect our
rights in an age of shifting politics and threats to
freedom of speech.
