The Chief Asset Management and Regeneration Officer has: 

a) Approved the placing of early orders with statutory utilities providers
for the diversions of existing utilities and the installation of new utility
services at the Hough Top Court site in order to secure infrastructure
timescales, to the value of £438,567.80 inclusive of contractors
management fees as set out by the Scape Framework and LCC
contingency.

The significant operational decision taken in March 2023 to approve 
entering into a Pre-Construction Services Delivery Agreement with Willmott 
Dixon Construction Ltd (WDCL) to deliver new housing at Hough Top Court 
was a direct consequence of the Key Decision in September 2022 and 
therefore was not subject to call in. 

This proposal will mitigate against delays associated with utility providers 
within the construction period and has been identified following lessons

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learned from previous CHG schemes where delays have been experienced 
and increased costs have been associated with the diversions of existing 
utilities and the installation of new utility services.  

Despite the planning application only been submitted on 30th October 2023 
it is recommended to approve the value of these works early in the planning 
stage as there is a risk to programme of c18-20 weeks if these orders are 
placed after the planning application to be determined

Waiting until later in Stage 4 or once the planning application has been 
determined to place orders with statutory utilities providers for the diversions 
of existing utilities and the installation of new utility services is likely to cause 
significant delays to the construction programme which will result in 
increased costs, as experienced on previous CHG schemes.
