Recovery Housing Support Grant and Inpatient Detoxification Grant in 2024/25, 
provided by the Office of Health Improvement and Disparities (OHID). The aim of the 
funding is to increase the number of people in treatment, reduce drug-related deaths, 
increase engagement of those leaving prison treatment services and improve service 
quality by increasing the staffing levels across treatment services and reducing 
caseloads. 

The SSMTRG programme for this year builds on the expansion already underway, with 
spend approval now being sought for: 

 Continuation of the funding for Public Health and Commissioning roles.
